The Clara House shelter provides a safe, temporary residence for women and their children escaping violent homes.  Residents receive counseling, case management, court advocacy and referrals to community resources.


Clara House is one of two domestic violence shelters operated by Family Service of the Piedmont in Guilford County – its sister shelter is Carpenter House in High Point.


US Congressman Howard Coble was invited to visit the shelters to learn more about the important work being done there.  The Congressman will visit Clara House for a first-hand look at a domestic violence shelter, and a better insight into how the shelters operate and the services available to victims of violence.

Established in 1978, Clara House was only the second domestic violence shelter in North Carolina, and remains the only shelter of its kind in the Greensboro community.  Dedicated by Governor James Hunt, the shelter was named in honor of Clara Jane Thornton Peck (1862-1926) and Clara Ione Cox (1879-1940).  These two women were pioneers in Guilford County in their concern for the poor and disadvantaged. The current Clara House shelter can house more than 30 women and children.
